By-law - WATERING

A quick reminder of the by-law on water use:

Watering periods

Watering of lawns, hedges, trees, shrubs or other plants,
distributed in particular by portable sprinklers, by an automatic
watering system or by porous hoses, is only permitted on
Mondays and Thursdays, between 8 p.m. and 10 p.m.
Watering distributed by portable sprinklers, by an automatic
watering system or by porous hoses is prohibited on other
days and outside the permitted periods.

Make way for good weather, make way for
renovations!

Don't forget to apply for your permits for your renovation
projects: Pools, patios, sheds, fences, etc.

How to do it? See the web page Permit Application.

You do not need to apply for a permit for the following projects:
- Changing roof shingles
